Cre d i t s  a n d  Gra di n g  
 

PSY 382 is a “variable credit” web-

based course. Students can earn be-

tween 6 and 12 credits totaling be-

tween 20 and 40 hours of internship 

experience per week. All students re-

ceive ongoing supervision to ensure 

they are using the knowledge gained 

through PSY 255 and developing 

skills useful in the field of Business 

Psychology. Students are required to 

complete written assignments and to 

communicate with the instructor and 

their classmates through the online 

course management system (D2L). 

PSY 382 is graded on a pass / no pass 

basis.  

What is PSY 382? 

Purpose of the course: 

This internship course is designed for 

students interested in Psychology  

issues relevant to work. As a prerequi-

site to the internship, students are re-

quired to complete PSY 255:  Introduc-

tion to Industrial-Organizational Psy-

chology. This course provides back-

ground knowledge of the factors rele-

vant to improving organizational per-

formance and the 

well-being of its 

people. The goal of 

the internship is to allow students to 

put theory learned in PSY 255 into  

practice. Enrollment in PSY 382 and 

internship completion occur during 

summer semester.
