· To learn about the research methods that psychologists use.
· To learn to think critically about conclusions made by psychologists and other social scientists.
· To apply ideas from psychology to your own life experiences.

Course Policies and Assignments

Desire2Learn (D2L): Students are expected to use the course website on D2L to access lectures and readings, keep track of grades, and receive announcements. 

Class Format and Workload 
This is an online course. We will be covering the same material that is normally covered over the course of an entire semester in person, so it can be easy to fall behind if you are not on top of your assignments. The nature of this course is the first aspect to consider in deciding whether this is the right class for you now. In estimating how much work is involved in a course, a typical rule of thumb is that, in full semester course, you should plan on spending three hours for each credit hour of the course. PSY 101 is a four-credit course, suggesting an approximate workload of 12 hours per week. This would include reviewing the lectures, completing course activities, and studying for quizzes. Some of you will not need 12-16 hours and some of you will need more. 
 
You must also consider whether an online course is the right type of learning experience for you. It is not right for every type of learner. Some of you may be familiar with online courses; for others of you, this might be the first online course you have taken. Please take the time to read this section to familiarize yourself with the procedures that are followed in online courses. This course will be held entirely online through the Desire2Learn (D2L) course management system. There will be no face to- face classes or tests. After reading through all this material carefully, consider also whether an online course is the right course for you now.  
 
Honors Option: There is no honors option for this course.

Because this course is completely online, you need to make sure that you have consistent access to high-speed broadband Internet throughout the course. The instructor cannot make accommodation for your vacation or out-of-the-country project. This course is not self-paced. 
 
This course requires a high-speed internet connection. It also requires various software programs to see and hear all the course material. You need to be on a computer that allows downloads of free browser plugins so that you can watch movies and listen to lectures. This means that many public library computers are not appropriate unless you have verified that they have the necessary software. If there is a problem, please report it as soon as possible to the MSU D2L Helpline at 1-844-6786200 or (517) 432-6200. They will log the problem and, in turn, report it to the instructor. Technical problems should be reported immediately (within 6 hours). You may also report the problem to the instructor (although he is not available 24/7 like the Help Line). If there is a system-level problem, hearing about it from more than one student allows the Help Line to discover what has gone wrong. If it is just a problem with your computer then they can help troubleshoot that issue, too. Make sure you call the Help Line.

Learn how to clear the cache and cookies on your browser – that resolves many problems.

3. Click on “Clear Private Data Now”. 
4. Log into D2L. 
 
Communication Policy 
If you have questions during the course:

Attendance 
Students whose names do not appear on the class list may not participate in this course. This class relies on persistent engagement and reflection. Therefore, students must complete assignments in the week they are given. It is your responsibility to understand when and how you are able to unenroll from a course. Refer to the Office of the Registrar for important deadlines. 
 
Course Content 
The course is asynchronous with limits. In other words, you are free to access the course materials and complete assignments any time throughout the week as long as you complete the assignments by Sunday at 11:59pm EDT. Each week’s materials will be available to you on D2L every Monday at 12:01am EDT.  
 
D2L tracks all student login information. It keeps a record of when you log in to D2L and when you log out. It also records when you begin a quiz and when you submit it. This helps us to resolve problems. You should know, however, that the instructor cannot view student activity except in the course content area. That is, we cannot view anything you put in the “My Content” area. 
 
Academic Honesty

You will be given notice of any changes. Also, please know that you are responsible for keeping track of all assignments.  The instructor will not remind you about upcoming deadlines. Due to the fast paced nature of the course, deadlines will be strictly adhered to. Announcements are utilized to communicate with you as a class, please be looking for those through the week, they will be very helpful for you as well as informational


Research Experience: 
One fundamental way of learning firsthand about psychological research is to participate in research studies. You are required to earn 7 hours of research participation credits through the Psychology SONA system. Research experience is worth 7% of your final grade. There will not be any experiments conducted after this time.
 
Notes about Research Experience: 
Make sure that you are on the Psychology SONA site and signed up for the correct section (we are section 790). The Department of Communication Arts and Sciences also has a SONA site. We do not have access to this data and cannot grant participation credit for experiments done under the other site. In addition, students under 18 are ineligible for SONA experiments. Contact Audra Jeffrey (jeffre22@msu.edu), the SONA Student Coordinator in Room 100, Psychology Building, if you are under 18 in order to learn about non-SONA options for fulfilling your research education requirement. Finally, your instructor and course assistants have nothing to do with SONA. ALL SONA questions, inaccuracies, or problems should be directed to Audra Jeffrey. It is your responsibility to sign up, participate in the experiments, and track your personal history on the computer. Neither the instructor nor the course assistants have a record of your research participations until the end of the course. We do not know how many credits you have or if you have penalty points.

The point of the discussion board is for you to engage with material more deeply, talk with classmates about the material, and reflect on your experiences. This means you need to write something that is thoughtful and thought provoking for other students. This typically requires a few sentences. You are expected to post promptly and show initiative; contribute to the learning community; make your post relevant; express yourself clearly and respectfully; and use appropriate style, grammar and citations. Prompts will be included to guide the discussion as relevant to that week’s content. 
 
The deadlines for these activities will be posted on the D2L calendar and in the course syllabus. 

Grading 
The D2L gradebook for this course is organized on a percentage basis with different components of the course weighed for their contribution to your final grade. Final Grading Scale 
Final course grades are dependent upon a straight percentage of points earned during the semester and the weighting of those points. Extensions will not be given beyond the next assignment except under extreme circumstances.
Quizzes: 
There are no makeup Quizzes. This is because of the dropped quiz, and the long time that they are open (at least a week).
· The reason this is capped at one drop is that more than that amount means that you have not had the opportunity to demonstrate a sufficient level of mastery consistent with the course goals.
· Use your drop wisely! Look over the course schedule at the end of the syllabus for close/due dates and plan accordingly. A common strategy is to save the quiz drop for the end of the semester when you are juggling more course work.
Packback Assignments: These are like discussion boards. Also, this is very similar to the Quiz policy.
· There are no makeup Packbacks. This is because of the large amount of drops (2), the long time that they are open (3+ days), and the ability to go back and get responses or questions unmoderated.
· The reason this is capped at two total drops is that more than that amount means that you have not had the opportunity to demonstrate a sufficient level of mastery consistent with the course goals.
· Use your drops wisely! Look over the course schedule at the end of the syllabus for close/due dates and plan accordingly. A common strategy is to save one or two Packback assignment drops for the end of the semester when you are juggling more course work.

· Makeup Exams: Plan to complete your exams during the day and time they are given. Also, keep in mind the dropped exam that is already built into the course. Obviously, things happen. · This is an online course, so there will be plenty of time for you to plan to take your exam as they are open for 3+ days
